PROCLAMATION

By virtue of the authority vested in us by Paragraph B of Section 2 of Article III of
the Constitution of Louisiana and by R.S. 24:11, upon receipt of the written petition of a
majority of the elected members of each house, WE, Jim Tucker, Speaker of the House

and Joel Chaisson, President of the Senate,

HEREBY CALL AND CONVENE

THE LEGISLATURE OF LOUISIANA INTO EXTRAORDINARY SESSION

to convene at the State Capitol, in the city of Baton Rouge, Louisiana, during twenty-five
(25) calendar days, beginning at 5:00 p.m. on the 20th day of March, 2011, and ending
no later than 6:00 p.m. on the 13™ day of April, 2011. The power to legislate at such
session shall be limited, under penalty of nullity, to the following specifically

enumerated objects:

ITEM NO. 1: To adopt an Act relative only to the House of Representatives of the
Legislature of Louisiana; to provide for the composition of the House of
Representatives; to provide for representative districts; to provide for
election districts for the House of Representatives; and to provide

relative to the effectiveness of such districts.

ITEM NO. 2: To adopt an Act relative only to the Senate of the Legislature of
Louisiana; to provide for the composition of the Senate; to provide for
senatorial districts; to provide for election districts for the Senate; and to

provide relative to the effectiveness of such districts.
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
